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With the ready availability and declining cost of low density SNP chips, dairy producers can make 

important female selection decisions using gPTAs at a reasonable expense. When this technology is 

combined with the use of sexed semen, the costs of replacement females can be reduced while 

accelerating the herd’s genetic progress.
