Heel horn erosion
(HHE)

typically V-shaped, possibly extending to
the corium

dorsal claw wall

Thin sole
(TS)

Sole horn yields (feels spongy) when fin-
ger pressure is applied

Toe ulcer
(TU)

Digital dermatitis

(DD)

Infection of the digital and/or interdigital skin with erosion, mostly painful ulcerations and/or

chronic hyperkeratosis/proliferation

Interdigital
hyperplasia (IH)

Interdigital growth of fibrous tissue

Interdigital phlegmon
(IP)

Symmetric painful swelling of the foot
commonly accompanied with odorous
smell with sudden onset of lameness

White line fissure
(WLF)

after balancing both soles

Toe necrosis
(TN)

involvement of bone tissue
